Teaching methodology:

Each week consists of 4 academic hour classes. Two cooperative teaching hours and the other two will be
realized / implemented in the framework of language exercises.

e Lectures will be interactive, with students expected to come to class prepared to discuss questions
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on the contents listed in the course syllabus based on readings assigned each week.

e Students are expected to complete the tasks that derive from lectures and to contribute in weekly
assignments (reading assignments, writing task summaries, critical reviews, participation in class
discussions and debates, group work and role playing, midterm test, presentations, and final exam).

as to ensure the accomplishment of course objectives.
